Eligibility: The French and Surf Academy camp is open to boys and girls between the ages of 15 and 18 only.

Preferred Camp Course: The Company cannot and does not make any guarantees that the applicant shall by admitted to his /her preferred camp dates.  The onus is on the applicant to communicate to the Company at the time of making his/her application that he/she is not agreeable to participating in the camp activities programme unless the camp date(s) stipulated in the application form is available.
